I care passionately about the wonderful heritage of Bristol. It is one of the top tourist places in England. This scheme will take part in ruining a tourist experience. Why should people want to come back to the docks and M Shed if the Harbour Railway is a shadow of its former self (and stopped running for 2 years). This proposal is totally ludicrous and unworkable. Why is the Council rubberstamping this scheme? The Long Ashton Park and Drive has never paid its way then why should this. We are the taxpayers that will have to subsidise any problems that occur such as subsidence and find the money to fund it in the first place
Prince Street 

Why is it acceptable to stick a huge glossy aluminium bus stop in the middle of Prince Street adjacent to a grade II* listed landmark building ruining its setting by removing the cobbles and spoiling views of the bridge and other grade II listed buildings. 

· Why is it OK to ignore planning policies regarding damage to views and settings for a possibly unviable transport system.  I see enough planning applications in Clifton to know that they are normally taken seriously. 
· The transport people see a wide street and think it great to stick a bus stop in the middle of the road where 360 people can congregate with buses approaching in the wrong direction. It is not safe
There have been huge problems in Old Market with a central stop and the dangerous layout which could cost as much as £2.25million to change. Why do such big mistakes get made. 
Prince Street Bridge
· no longer safe for pedestrians who love this area or pleasant with the big buses on it
· likelihood of large vehicles hitting the bridge since the outside ledge has been reduced to make the width 2600 when vehicle width is 2550. They are longer and wider and heavier and approach from the other side of the road. Their turning circle des not allow them to stay on the correct side of the road
· The favoured vehicle is a bendy bus with 90 passengers. Just think of driving a bendy bus over it, even the Airport Flier coach. 
· Look at the battered bollards now to see what will happen- and that is when drivers have a straight run at it. These buses have to approach it diagonally. The engineers have told us they have tested- not how!

· The little rubber guided wheels will not be adequate and we know there has been a problem with guide arms fractures in Cambridge- which will be exacerbated with constant switching between guided and unguided  tracks. I asked if they could find out how reliable they were but there was no response. 
· The very real problems of stacking if there is a problem. Guided buses can not overtake

· If a guide arm breaks it on the bridge- we are told the vehicle will wobble

· If a vehicle breaks down on the harbour railway line- massive buildup of vehicles who are all supposed to wait at the  nearest shelter. One cant jump over the railings to get off
· evacuation strip of 592 less than 1000 at all other locations. This is not safe in an emergency though we are assured it is because you are in an enclosed space
· Why should the bridge swing less when some days it can swing 9 times in a day. It is already limited to once per hour and not between 8-9 and 5-6.  This is a harbourside amenity as well as a crossing point for light traffic and should stay like that. 

· Why should this bridge be turned into the centre of the BRT universe. If this scheme is allowed the North South BRT route will use it too, and any bus with a guided wheel. 
· Admit it- it is too narrow and a potential bottleneck
Harbour Railway
· It makes me weep to see what they propose to do with the railway- the most popular working exhibit down at the docks. Every time I hear it whistle when I am at home in Clifton several miles away it makes me happy. It is a locally made engine running on a traditional railway line. One can imagine one is in the countryside because one goes through shrubbery, along the river and end up in the middle of nowhere. The wagons are always full of people young and old and it is part of an experience to make you want to come back to M shed. It is a reminder of our industrial past

· No one seemed to know how often the Railway ran and wished to restrict the Harbour Railway to only run on Sundays in the summer months (May to August would be 16 sundays?) when for many years it has run both Saturdays and Sundays and bank holiday. My rebuttal to me R27 now states that it will operate on no less then 30 Sundays during a year and negotiation on bank holiday weekend Saturdays. Last year it ran 37 days

· What an underhand way of finding it was going to lose half its sidings- by a photomontage and a single statement OA/9 5.81 to show how the existing tracks have been located. Mr Mole said yesterday it was Council land so they could do what they wanted. Sums it up really. 
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
